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Yashar is relaxed and glowing following a 10-day sojourn in Greece,
after the whirl of Milan design week. We're in the Nilufar Depot, a vast
1,500-square-metre emporium in a quiet residential area of Milan,
which showcases around 400 of her design treasures, to talk about her

latest project - Squat. This is the unlikely title for a luxurious pop-up
apartment on South Audley Street in London’s Mayfair; a collaboration
between interior designer Shalini Misra, gallerist Mehves Ariburnu and
Yashar, who has curated a capsule collection of furniture and lighting
for the project. Yashar has shown in London before - her gallery is a
regular fixture at PAD, the Pavilion of Art + Design, that takes place in

Berkeley Square every October - but this is a longer term project
opening to the public for four months on June?7.
